Highlighting risks like
phishing and UPI fraud, she noted a crucial truth: "Hackers don't just hack devices; they hack the users."
Session 2: Technical Defense & Practical Safety

Dr. Sunil Joshi (Head, Al Dept.) provided a practical guide to cyber safety. He discussed identifying Al-driven
threats like Deepfakes and fake voice calls. Participants learned about:

Strong password management and Two-Factor Authentication (2FA).

Social media and app privacy settings.

Cyber hygiene practices.

Reporting crimes via the 1930 Cyber Helpline and cybercrime.gov.in.
